Lake Pointe Medical Center Donation to Fund Lifesaving Defibrillators

According to the American Heart Association (AHA), there are over 220,000 people a year who suffer cardiac arrest and only 5% survive. Defibrillation, providing an electronic shock to the heart to restore normal heartbeat, is the only known treatment.  The AHA estimates that a victim’s survival rate decreases 7-10% each minute that passes without defibrillation.  AEDs allow for early defibrillation in almost any location for those instances in which time is of the essence.
